Entrance into the castle is 50czk, and the ferry back is between 55-110czk depending on your
transportation card.

The final twenty-five entries will present the most films from Germany and the Czech Republic.
These countries have four films in competition each. In addition, Germany will present one
more documentary co-produced with Hungary. Two films were made in Austria. The other
eleven documentaries in competition come from the UK, Iran, Finland, Denmark, Switzerland,
Italy, Poland, the Netherlands, Belgium, and one each from Chile and Canada.

of the films are in English or with English subtitles. Additionally, there are concerts throughout
the week, and since music is international, we invite you to join in on the fun!
